• Decision combining prior information with measurement results 

potentially lead to better decisions;

Main outcome

• Multicomponent conformity assessments are more complex 

and the proper assessment of involved mathematics is very 

relevant;

• ILAC G8: the shared risk approach will be popular (up to 50 % 

of wrong conformity decisions).
